The people who tested the application rated it on a scale of 1 to 5 in the fields: efficiency, design, practicality and
accessibility. l used this data to draw up bar charts. Through feedback comments, | altered and improved the design and re-
tested until all attributes had a rating of over 80% as it is equivalent to a 4-star rating. In conclusion, as all the elements | was
testing for received a score of over 80%, | deemed the program to be a success as it proved to be accessible to all. The only

limitation in my research is that it was not tested in real time in a school environment.
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
